Dayton Museum of Natural History (now known as the Boonshoft Museum of Discovery) began salvage 
archaeological excavations at the site in 1971 when it was threatened by the expansion of a sewage 
treatment plant. After 17 years of excavation and research, the site was opened to the public and now 
includes part of a reconstructed village, an interpretive center, and picnic facilities. Native Americans 
occupied the village during the Fort Ancient period (ca. A.D. 1400).  The Dayton Society of Natural 
History recently received a National Endowment for the Humanities matching grant to support capital 
improvements for the interpretive center.  We will have lunch at noon and programming in the 
interpretive center and tour the reconstructed village.

Boonshoft Museum of Discovery 
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The Boonshoft Museum of Discovery in Dayton has science and natural history exhibitions, including a 
planetarium and a small zoo. It offers numerous hands-on experiences and STEM educational programs.  
The Beiser Room of Wonders was recently renovated to display more artifacts in the discovery center 
and show why natural history museums are important. The Museum curates 1.8 million objects, 
predominantly archaeological specimens excavated from the SunWatch site, but also including insects 
and other animal specimens, rocks, minerals and fossils. The Discovery Zoo includes over 100 live 
animals including mammals, birds, reptiles, amphibians, and insects.

5:30-7:00 p.m. Welcome and Overview of Operations by Brady Kress, President & CEO, Dayton 
History, followed by Visits to Carillon Park venues 
The park includes the Deeds Carillon (image above), the largest Carillon in the country, over 30 historic 
structures and over 3 million artifacts. The Wright Brothers National Museum has more Wright Brothers 
artifacts on display than any other museum in the world, including the 1905 Wright Flyer III, the only 
airplane designated as a National Historic Landmark. The Carillon Brewing Company is the ƴŀǘƛƻƴΩǎ ƻƴƭȅ 
fully operational production brewery in a museum. The Heritage Center of Manufacturing and 
Entrepreneurship includes a hand-carved carousel, an extensive collection of NCR cash registers, a 4-D 
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animatronics theater, and the original Deeds Barn where the first automobile self-starter was built. The 
James F. Dicke Family Transportation Center displays the oldest existing American-built locomotive, a 
1903 Detroit & Mackinac Passenger Car, an 1843 Conestoga Wagon, and much more.
